Cost of Insurance

The monthly amount of Cost of Insurance charge shall be levied based on the Age of the Life Assured at the
time of taking this Policy, and thereafter will be revised based on the completed Age at every Policy anniversary.
The age used for the COl rate is that of the insured at the insured’s last birthday. It will be levied on a monthly
basis through cancellation of units.

Policy Management

A policy management charge will be deducted from the policyholder’s account value to cover general
administrative costs of Sukoon. The charge will be calculated as % of the account value and will be deducted at
the end of every month, as tabulated below. It will be levied on a monthly basis through cancellation of units.

Surrender

In case of surrender of the policy prior to the end of the policy term, the policyholder will get his cash value less
the surrender charge. Surrender Charges will be deducted from the policy owner’s cash value. In addition to
the below, a fixed charge equal to USD 15 will be applicable on partial surrenders. It is a calculated as a % of
Account value.

Investment Avenues

Model Portfolios: Predefined investment strategies such as Aggressive, Balanced, Conservative, etc. will be
offered to the policyholder. These model portfolios are actively managed by Morningstar and/or Mashreq
Capital. (Subject to availability)

List of Funds: Policyholders will have the option to directly select funds made available by Sukoon and thereby
manage their investment portfolio in any manner they desire.

Loyalty Bonus
We will pay an additional sum of money as a reward for being a long term regular customer. It will be available
annually after the completion of 10th policy year.

It will be derived based on your annualized premium multiplied by the factors mentioned below.

Partial Encashment

The Account Value can be withdrawn partially, by encashing a limited number of units in the policies, anytime
during the policy term. The amount withdrawn is considered as a permanent withdrawal and does not have to
be repaid.

The minimum withdrawl amount is USD 1,000. The balance account value must be greater than or equal to
higher of USD 3,000 and 50% of the account value. The partial withdrawals cannot be made more than twice
during a policy year. Each partial withdrawal will be subject to a partial surrender charge. A customer is entitled
to a loyalty bonus but this entitlement is lost if the customer has made any partial withdrawal(s).

Maximum Possible Loss

Free Look Period

In the event that the Policy Owner is not completely satisfied with this Policy (including the terms and conditions
and exclusions), this Policy can be returned within 30 days from the date of Policy issuance, the date when
coverage commences, or the date when the Policy documents are signed by the client, whichever is earlier. This
Policy shall then be cancelled from the Policy Effective Date and the Policy Owner shall be refunded with the
Account Values of the applicable Funds and Charges (other than Implicit Fund management Charge) (if any).
after deducting expenses incurred on medical tests as on the date Sukoon processes the cancellation request.
For avoidance of doubt, any upward and downward gains/losses in Account Value shall be borne by the Policy
Owner.

Surrender of Policy

A request for surrender should be made in writing/email by the Policy Owner from the registered email id to
Sukoon. A request for surrender can only be made while this Policy is in full force and effect, and in case no
prior payment has been made under the Death Benefit or Maturity Benefit provisions of this Policy. Following
the acceptance of a request for surrender, this Policy shall cease to be in-force and no benefits shall be payable
under the Death or Maturity provisions of this Policy.

The current Surrender Charges applicable on the Account Value as stated in Charges section. The table of
Surrender Charges may be modified by Sukoon after giving a notice of three months to the Policy Owner.

Partial Surrender

A request for partial surrender should be made in writing by the Policy Owner to the Head Office of Sukoon.

A request for partial surrender can only be made while this Policy is in full force and effect, and in case no prior
payment has been made under the Death Benefit or Maturity Benefit provisions of this Policy Each partial
surrender will be subject to a Surrender Charge as per above Surrender Charge schedule. The Surrender
Charge shall be applicable on the amount of partial withdrawal/surrender. This partial Surrender Charges shall
be levied on the remaining Net Asset Value by cancellation of Units from all the Funds selected by the Policy
Owner in proportion to their Net Asset Values allocation.

A surrender administration charge of USD 15 will additionally be applied for each partial surrender request. This
charge may be increased or decreased by Sukoon after providing a notice of three months to the Policy Owner.

Fund Switches
Switches can be done free of charge any time after the policy inception. There are no restrictions on the number
of switches.

Grace Period and Missed Premium

If the Policy Owner skips a due premium payment(beyond grace period), the policy status would change to
“Premium Lapse” and premium due notices shall be sent out to the Policy Owner. However, the policy would
continue to remain invested until:

Account Value, on any Monthly Transaction Date, becomes insufficient to cover the monthly deductions
then due. This is applicable for the first two (2) Policy years.

ii. Surrender Value, on any Monthly Transaction Date becomes insufficient to cover the monthly deductions
then due

This is applicable for Policy year three (3) onwards. Once the Account Value or Surrender Value, as described
above, becomes insufficient to cover the monthly deductions, a Grace Period of thirty one (31) days shall be
allowed for the payment of an amount equal to One Full Annualized Premium of the policy. If the Life Assured’s
death occurs during the Grace Period, the part of the total Premium representing theunpaid Cost of Insurance,
other Charges and premiums for any rider benefits will be deducted from any settlement hereunder.

If sufficient Premium is not paid by the end of the Grace Period and the Account Value or Surrender Value, as
described above, is still insufficient to cover the monthly deductions/Charges, all coverage under this Policy shall
terminate and the Policy shall end without value.

Reinstatement

If the Policy is terminated, it may be reinstated together with the attached supplementary contracts/riders,
endorsements, if any, during the Life Assured’s lifetime within 3 years after the expiry of the Grace Period.
Reinstatement requirements shall follow the applicable underwriting requirements as on the reinstatement date
which may require additional medical tests/declarations at the discretion of Sukoon. These requirements may
change from time to time. The applicable Premiums may also change based on revised underwriting.
